‘primate called Orang Utan, meaning 'Man of the Forest'. Continue journeyto visit CROCODILE
FARM & MINI ZOO. “The farm set amidst tropical fruit trees and lush-greenery is athome to over
1,000 crocodiles, It serves as a perfect sanctuary to these fearsome reptiles where they are kept
in an enclosure designed and built simila r to the natural habitat of the reptiles. Apart from the
crocodiles, explore the farm where oth er fascinating animals such as the bear cats, cwets deer

pythons & ete are found in the state of Sarawak.

A cruise along the Sarawak River is a relaxing way to enjoy the various phases of the
city and retrace the trip James Brooke made when he first arrived in Sarawak. You will sail past
the Waterfront, Brooke Dockyard the 100 year old Malay ,Kampung, Fort Margherita, Astana,
- Square Tower and the Industrial Estate. As you sail toward the sea colourful fishing.boats.will
+appear in dbound and nearby Bako after thé Chinese and Malay villages are the houses and
mansions of Kuching's affluent society. The constant changing of this living scenery gives you
the best picture of the'history and lifestyles in Kuching. Dinner is provided. After dinner, transfer
back to Hotel for overnight.

. Situated about 37km from Kuching City, the excursion takes about one and
. ahalf-hour by land and boat. Unlike the other parks, visitors to Bako '
National Park are almost guaranteed to see wildlife such as long-tailed o
macaques, squirrels, white bearded pigs, silver leaf monkeys, etc.




‘ You Wﬂl be btought along the Teluk Paku trail. To spot the Proboscis monkey, species, ’
Mibh onrycan be found in Borneo Island, you will need to walk slowly, keep as quiet as
possible and listen out for sounds and movement along the way. In Bako National Park, °

you will also be able to view 7 different types of vegetations and forests from almost
desert-like scrub or ‘padang’ to lowland dipterocarp forest. Take the trail to Teluk
Pandan Kecil and you will find a lot of the carnivorous plants, pitcher plants, and you will
also seeihe most famous rock formation at the end of the same trail. Lunch is provided.
After tour, transfer back to the hotel for overnight.

After a quick clir
through the cave with torchlight, the cave opens up into a main chamber, Sunlight
streams into the chamber, enabling you to view the limestone formation of several
types. View the beautiful and some eerie shape of nature creations, the stalactites
and stalagmites. There is a formation that has been likened to the Goddess of Mercy
which at about 3 meters in height resembles a woman dressed in classical Chinese
robes, look down benignly upon worshippers. Another formation looks like an old
man crouching down. Stop by for photo shoot at Tasik Biru/Paku rock maze Garden.
After Dinner, then transfer to Kuching International Airport for your departure flight.
